HOW TO EDIT FOR PEERS

Here is a checklist for peers to use when editing someone’s essay:
	C H E C K L I S T

	· The first step is checking to see if the student has met the requirements of the essay. Have all the instructions been followed?

	

	· Did the student use a hook or an attention-getter? Does the first paragraph lead you to want to read more?


	

	· Is the thesis statement clear? Does it include the three sub-topics? The thesis statement should be like a map telling the reader why the moment is important and what can be expected in the rest of the essay.


	

	· Did the student support all the main arguments with sufficient evidence? 


	

	· Does the conclusion restate the thesis and the main arguments?

	

	· Do the sentences flow smoothly? Do the paragraphs flow smoothly from one to another? 


	

	· Which paragraphs are well developed?  Which paragraphs need to be revised?
	

	· Are there any spelling mistakes? Check the dictionary if necessary. 


	

	· Did the student make correct citations for any quotations, stats, and important information? 

	

	· Did the student include a bibliography?
	

	· Are the pages numbered?
	

	· Is a title page included?
