	Grant Vs. Lee
	Grant puts William Sherman in charge of union operations in the west. Heads to D.C to face Lee. First battle was near Fredericksburg, Virginia. Lasted 2 days

· 2 armies battled near Spotsylvania for 11 days.

· Grant launched an all out attack on Lee’s forces at cold harbor, 7000 casualties

	The Siege of Petersburg
	Grant tried another plan near Vicksburg.

· General Philip Sheridan staged a raid north of Richmond

· Grant went to Petersburg

· City defended by miles of barricaded areas 20 feet thick

· Trenches and Cannons slowed down attacks

	The Fall of Atlanta
	· Sherman sent troops to Atlanta to cut rail lines by heating and twisting them. These were nicknamed “Sherman neckties” General John B. Hood evacuated Atlanta

· Sherman marched to the sea and ordered everything of military value be burnt down

· On November 15th 1864 the march to the sea began

· Troops burned and pillaged everything in sight, 12 towns set on fire. The march demoralized the south.

	South Surrenders
	- The election of 1864 democrats George McClellan, the thirteenth amendment banned slavery.

	Surrender
	April 1st 1865, Union cut last rail line. On April 9th, 1865 Lee Surrendered To Grant

	Lincolns Assassination
	- After the war Lincoln planned to restore the southern states back into the union he included African Americans. April 14th 1865, John Wilkes Booth shot Lincoln in the back of the head at the theatre.

	Aftermath of the civil war
	· North’s Victory strengthened the power of government over the states.

· Ending of slavery

· Period after the civil war was knows as the Reconstruction Era.

	Summary
	Major battles between Grant and Lee in the south and north, and rail lines being destroyed led to the surrender of the south and eventually the assassination of Lincoln.
